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Subject(s): English I
Topic or Unit of Study (Title):  Identifying Compound Predicates
Grade Level: 9
Materials: notebook, pencil textbook, Compound Predicate Worksheet
Summary (and Rationale):  Students will learn to identify compound predicates and understand compound predicates’ contribution to syntax and beautiful language. This will connect to their journal writing exercises, as well as their responses to various expressive texts. Students will learn to identify when other writers are using compound predicates, what effects they have, and replicate the effect in their own writing. 
I. Focus and Review (Establish Prior Knowledge): [3 minutes]

I will ask students if they know what a compound predicate is in order to gauge their understanding of the concept. I will then explain to them that everyone has probably seen one before, and just not known what it is called.

III. Teacher Input (Present tasks, information and guidance):  [4 minutes]

I will write examples and nonexamples of compound predicates on the board. Students will examine the examples and nonexamples and generate ideas of why the examples are indeed examples, as well as how the nonexamples differ from the examples. They will work closer to creating a working definition of a compound predicate. I will write their ideas on the board. I will also pass out and collect the worksheets, as well as float and answer questions as needed. 
IV. Guided Practice (Elicit performance): [16 minutes]

After the definition has been created, students will be given a worksheet where they are asked to underline the compound predicates and then generate at least 3 example sentences using compound predicates on their own on the back of the worksheet. 
V. Closure (Plan for maintenance): [2]

I will collect the worksheet and recap the concept and congratulate the students on the definition. I will remind them of their homework and plan on identifying examples throughout the week.  
VI. Independent Practice: [30 minutes]

Students will underline the compound predicates they have written in their journals from this week’s lesson on keeping a journal.
